Proposed Swine Traceability Standards

Nicki Humphrey, United States Department of Agriculture 
Dr. Humphrey shared an update on the rule writing process for the US SHIP pilot project to become a codified USDA program.  The rule has been written and submitted to the Office of Budget and Management for review.  Spring of 2024 is being targeted for the public comment period.

Patrick Webb, National Pork Board
Dr. Webb shared an update on the AgView program participation and updated the committee on the new Swine Production Health Plans feature.
