H5N1 Swine Response Plan Update – Dr. Anna Forseth of the National Pork Producers Council provided an update on the industry partnerships that created a draft response plan with recommendations for state and federal animal health officials if an H5N1 influenza virus was diagnosed in Swine.  

H5N1 Swine Research Update – Dr. Lisa Becton of the Swine Health Information Center provided an update on the $4 million research efforts centered on research priorities with H5N1 in swine.

USDA Swine RFID Program Update – Dr. Brent Pepin of the National Pork Board shared an update on the cooperative agreement funding to provide RFID tags and readers free of charge to exhibition swine organizers and sow farms.

Swine Subgroup Update – Dr. Jeff Kaisand of the Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship provided a brief update on the 2025 activities of the swine sub-group and the priority activities for 2026.
