National Association of Federal Veterinarians efforts to support veterinary workforce recruitment and retention

Preliminary survey results from USAHA/AAVLD member survey on recruitment, retention and career progression

A survey was conducted of USAHA and AAVLD members as well non-primary career employers.  141 responses were collated over 5 days.  Key findings will be compiled and shared with the USAHA and AAVLD.  The committee noted that it would be helpful to have the report as a white paper for members, and to be added to a salary survey of USAHA members if possible.  

Rural Veterinary Workforce Shortage

The presentation shared an initiative funded by the Zoetis foundation to create a comprehensive collation of workforce development resources, initiatives, and efforts.  The project is also to provide a clear and cohesive pathway forward.

Agriculture Research Service workforce development program

The ARS program has seen success in creating capacity, interest, and recruitment by providing work placements/internships over the past 20 years, funding research projects.  Additionally, they have recently piloted the successful use of VR experiences to expose students and veterinarians to what life is like as a veterinarian in an outbreak situation.
